At first it was an indoor
game played by two teams consisting of nine men. And now it is played by
five players and in most countries it is an outdoor game while in the USA it
is still an indoor game. Lawn tennis is based on court tennis which came
from Egypt or Persia. In 1837 it was introduced by Walter Wingfield who
thought that people could play court tennis outdoors on lawns.
