While I was still a baby, my father washed me and fed me, changed my
diapers, pushed me in my pram to the doctor and did all the millions of other
things a mother normally does for her child.

During my early years, I never had a moment's unhappiness, and here [ am
on my fifth birthday. I was now a bouncy little boy as you can see, with dirt
and oil allover me, but that was because I spent all day in the workshop help-
ing my father with the cars.

f) To, KaK BBITJISACT OTEIL:

You may think, if you don't know him well, that he was a stern and seri-
ous man. He wasn't. He was actually full of fun. What made him look so seri-
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ous and sometimes gloomy was the fact that he never smiled with his mouth.
He did it all with his eyes. He had bright blue eyes and when he thought of
something funny, you could see a golden light dancing in the middle of each
eye. But the mouth never moved.

g) Beuepa JIPHHU B QYproHYHUKE C OTLOM:

I really loved living in that gypsy caravan. I loved it particularly in the
evenings when I was tucked up in my bed and my father was telling stories.

Alan Alexander Milne was born in London on January 18th, 1882. His father
was the headmaster of a small preparatory school. One of the teachers at the
school was the famous writer H. G. Wells.

Milne, the youngest of the family's three sons, went to Westminster
School at the age of 11 and then went on to Cambridge to become a mathema-
tician. But he never did. Instead he became editor of the university's journal
"Granta" in which he published some of his light humorous poems. Then he
went to London hoping to earn his living as a writer. By and by London
magazines began to publish his witty works, and in 1905 he published his first
book, a shilling paper-back collection of humorous essays. Aged only 24 he
was given a post of assistant editor of the famous magazine

"Punch", at the salary of 5 pounds a week — a lot of money at that time.

In 1913 he married Dorothy De Selincourt (Daphne to her friends) and the
following year when the war broke out he joined the Army. At the front line
he got ill and had to return home, to London.

The Milnes' only child was born on August 21st, 1920. Mrs Milne had
hoped for a girl, to be called Rosemary ... instead she presented her husband
with a lovely, fair-haired and adorable son, Christopher Robin. The Milnes
bought him a teddy bear for his first birthday. The teddy bear was soon named
Winnie, after a real-life bear that lived at London Zoo.

A. A. Milne wrote a lot of poems for Christopher Robin and about him.
Some of the poems became very popular songs.

One rainy summer Milne rented a house in the country. He took with him
a pencil and an exercise book, and in eleven days wrote so many children's
poems that they filled a book. It was published in 1924 under the name" When
We Were Very Young "and sold half a million copies!

In 1925 the Milnes bought a farm in Sussex, which they used for week-
ends away from London. From this old house it was a short walk over a bridge
into the Ashdown ['se/daun] Forest where Christopher Robin and his teddy,
now known by the name of "Winnie-the-Pooh" or "Pooh-bear", used to play.
Each daily adventure in the Forest gave A. A. Milne more material for his
now famous book " Winnle-the-Pooh "published in 1926. The illustrations to
it were done by Ernest Shepard, who visited the Milne family in their farm-
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house and draw quite a few sketches of Christopher Robin with his bear, the
bridge nearby where the two played "Poohsticks", and all the well-loved Pooh
characters and places.

A. A. Milne's secret for success was that he could get inside the mind of a
child. He used his story-telling talents to describe how one little boy so loved
his teddy bear that — for him at least — the toy animal came alive. After the
book " Winnie-the-Pooh "A. A. Milne wrote another book of children's verses
['V3:siz] — "Now We Are Six" and "The House at Pooh Corner" which sold to a
waiting public in millions of copies. The four Pooh books and Milne's enjoyable
play " Toad of Toad Hall" are still as popular today as they were many years ago
when they were written.

Jackie Chan

Jackie Chan was born to parents Charles and Lee-Lee Chan on April 7,
1954.

His parents were poor at the time of his birth, Chan's father was employed
as a cook in the French Embassy, while his mother worked as a housekeeper,
but they eventually relocated to Australia, where his father worked as a head
chef in the American Embassy.

7-year-old Chan was sent back to Hong Kong, where he would become a
student at the strict China Drama Academy for 10 years. There he endured 19
hours a day of the kind of acrobatic action we see in Jackie Chan movies to-
day, in all his grace; mime, dance and martial arts, all thanks to very strict
training.

After his introduction to the film company Golden Harvest, Chan in the
1971 Bruce Lee films Fist of Fury and Enter the Dragon (he also made
Asian film history as the only one to successfully complete an extremely
high fall).

While a star in Asia, Chan had yet to break through with a hit in the
United States. The late '70s and the '80s were marked by huge hits for Chan,
such as Snake in the Eagle's Shadow, Half a Loaf of Kung Fu, The Drunken
Master, Project A, Wheels on Wheels, Dragons Forever, Miracles, and The
Fearless Hyena.
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Although he was signed with Golden Harvest, was Asia's highest paid ac-
tor, and had more than 60 films to his credit, Chan still had to succeed at what
proved to be his toughest feat: becoming a Hollywood star.

He didn’t succeed for the first time, but scored during his second attempt
to break into Hollywood, with the 1995 film, Rumble in the Bronx, and soon
his name became famous. He was even honored with the Lifetime Achieve-
ment Award at the 1994 MTV Movie Awards. His 1999 comedy opposite
Chris Tucker, Rush Hour, received critical and commercial praise, while
2000's Shanghai Noon, with Lucy Lui and Owen Wilson, was also considered
to be a great success for.

Lev Yashin

Lev Yashin, famous for always wearing black when playing, is the great-
est goalkeeper the world has ever seen. 22 seasons he played for Dinamo
Moscow, the only club he ever represented, winning five league champion-
ships and three cup championships. He confronted the common attitude of
catching the ball, inventing various ways of simply kicking it away from the
penalty area when required.

Yashin was the first choice goalkeeper for the Soviet Union from 1954 to
1967. In that spell he won 78 caps and played in three World Cups 1958, 1962
and finally 1966, where the Soviet Union reached the semifinal much thanks
to Yashin’s contribution. In 1956 he was a member of the Soviet Union team
who won the Olympics in Melbourne, and four years later he won the Euro-
pean championships.

One of the proudest moments in his career was when he won the “Euro-
pean Player of the Year” award in 1963. He still remains the only goalkeeper
to have won that prize.
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Larisa Latynina

Latynina won a medal on every event at the '60 Olympics: gold in the all-
around, on floor and with her team; silver on uneven bars and balance beam,;
and bronze on vault.

At the '61 European championships, she successfully defended her all-
around and floor titles, and added silvers on uneven bars and beam.

Latynina earned her second world all-around and floor titles in '62, where
she also collected silvers on vault and balance beam.

In '65, Latynina won four silver medals (including all-around) and a
bronze at the European championships. She ended her career at the '66 worlds,
where (at age 31) she placed 11th all-around

Yuri Vlasov

Yuri Petrovich Vlasov was born in 1935. He was a world champ in
weight-lifting (1959, 1961, 1962, 1963), Olympic super heavyweight champ
(1960), silver medallist (1964). He set many weight-lifting records and was
nicknamed "the strongest man on Earth".

After finishing “Zhukovsky Air-Force Engineering Academy” in 1959,
Yuri Vlasov became a writer. He is an author of the books: "Overcome Y our-
self" (1964), "White Moment" (1972), "Special Region of China" (1973),
"Salty Joys" (1976), "Justice of Force" (1989), "Yenan Connection" (1989),
"Fiery Cross" (1992), etc.

Irina Rodnina

Irina has, with different partners, won more world figure-skating pairs
titles than any other competitor. Between 1969 and 1972 she won the
world title with Aleksey Ulanov. The partnership ended when Ulanov
married the silver medallist Ludmila Smirnova, and Zaitsev was chosen as
a replacement partner for Irina after a nationwide search. In less than a
year she and Zaitsev achieved abrilliantly coordinated partnership and had
12 full scores in the world championship. They married in 1975 and won
Olympic gold medals in 1976 and 1980. Irina retired in 1980 when her
first child was born.

Vladimir Salnikov

In the summer Games of 1980 Vladimir Salnikov became the first human
to swim the 1500m at an average speed of under 60 seconds for each 100m!
Everybody in the Olympic pool applauded him for a full five minutes. The
"impossible" had been achieved.

Between 1977 and 1986, Salnikov swam the 1500 m freestyle 61 times at
international level. He was unbeaten in every race. 1986 was the first year he
failed.

He didn’t give up. Vladimir Salnikov had returned to the Olympics, and
had become the oldest swimmer in 26 years to win a gold medal. Later that
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evening Salnikov returned to the Olympic village for dinner. Everyone who
was there, and athlete from every sport stood and applauded in recognition of
the champions' champion.

Washington, D.C. 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue is the address of the White
House.

It was grey and its name was the Presidential Palace.

George Washington and Pierre Charles L’Enfant chose the place for the
capital.

It was very cold: fifty fireplaces were not enough to keep warmth in
the house.

The Presidential Palace was burnt down by British troops in 1814, and
after the war James Hoban partially rebuilt the president's home.

The building was painted white to cover the marks of the fire, and
since that time it is called the White House.

It is the president residence and a public building today.

This term is often used colloquially to denote the President or the execu-
tive branch of the government of the United States.
