He
did a lot to explore and to map the northern part
of the Russian Empire. In 1725, he headed his first
expedition to the far north-eastern part of Siberia.
When the expedition crossed Siberia in 1728, Bering
sailed to the north through the strait that was later
called the Bering Strait. So the existence of the
strait between Asia and America was proved and
the way from Kamchatka to Japan was discovered.

On his next visit there in
1741, the town of Petropavlovsk was founded. The
name of the city consists of two names because
the expedition consisted of two ships — St Peter,
commanded by Bering, and St Paul, commanded by
Aleksey Chirikov. Bering died on his way back from
Alaska on the eighth of December 1741. The island
where he died was later called after him. His ship
was wrecked there and the sailors had to stay on the
island for the winter. Only a few people survived
and managed to get to Kamchatka.

The flag of the United States of America

is called “The stars and stripes™ because it
consists of fifty stars which represent the fifty
states. Thirteen red and white horizontal
stripes (seven red and six white) signify the
original thirteen States that were united in
1776.

The colours of the flag are: blue, red and
white because the United States of America
was the colony of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland whose
flag had the same colours.

The first flag was called The Grand Union
Flag. It combined the flag of Great Britain
and thirteen stripes. It showed that these first
thirteen states were British colonies. After
the War of Independence all thirteen states
became {ree and the flag changed. The British
flag in the corner was replaced by stars. Every
time a new state entered the Union, a star was
added. So now we can see the thirteen stripes
as representing the original number of states
in 1776 and the 50 stars representing today’s
total.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and the United States of
America.

These proper names show that the United
States of America was once under British
control.

The Russian Federation

The flag of the Russian Federation is called
the Imperial flag because earlier our country
was an empire with a monarch.

It consists of three equal stripes of white, blue
and red. The colours of the flag symbolise:
white — frankness and generosity; blue —
honesty and wisdom; red — courage and love.
The first flag of this design appeared more than
300 years ago. Peter the Great adapted the
flag from the national flag of the Netherlands.
Later a black two-headed eagle on a golden

background was added to the flag of Russia.
The flag existed until the revolution in 1917. In
the nineties of the XX century, the democratic
changes restored the three-colour flag was
restored again. On 21 August 1991, the flag was
officially adopted by the Russian president and
the Russian parliament.

The emblem of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland is the combination of
the symbols of the four parts of the country. The
State Emblem of Britain shows the union of its
four parts: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern
Ireland. The emblem was introduced after the union
with Scotland in 1603. The shield of the emblem
is divided into four parts. There are emblems of
England (three lions on a red background), emblem
of Scotland (a red lion on a yellow background)
and the emblem of Northern Ireland (a yellow harp
(apga) on a blue background).

Two emblems of English lions symbolise the
leading role of England in this union. The shield is
supported by two mythic animals: the English lion
and the Scottish unicorn. The emblem is headed
with a crowned lion, the symbol of power and
might. Below the emblem there are floristic symbols
of the four parts of the country.

The emblem reflects the spirit of the nation and
the relations between its parts. The leading role of
the animals belongs to the lion and so to the largest
historic part of England. Scotland was never under
the English control. That is why the Scottish unicorn
occupies one of the leading parts of the emblem.
Since 1300, Wales was under English control, so the
Welsh dragon is not represented on the shield of the
emblem and we can see only the floristic symbols of
this part — a leek.

2 The United States of America

The symbol of the country is the bald-headed
eagle with its wings spread on a white background.
Five thousand years ago the original Americans
chose the eagle as the emblem to symbolise their
power. The bald eagle owes its name to the early
American colonists but it isn't really bald. It is
white-headed. This bird lives only in the USA and



Canada. In 1782, Congress selected the bald cagle
as the emblem of the newly-formed state to show
the courage and might of the nation.

3 The Russian Federation

The Russian National Emblem is the golden
double-headed eagle with a horseman (St George)
on a shield on the eagle's breast with a red
background. Above the two heads of the eagle
there is an historical crown. The first emblem of
the double-headed eagle was introduced in 1480 by
Prince Ivan III. It was at the time of establishment
of the Russian state system and the emblem which
symbolised the supreme power and sovereignty of
the state. Since then, the double-headed eagle has
been the main part of the emblem of our country.
But now the crown is a symbol of the sovereignty
both of the Russian Federation (as a whole) and
of its parts (subjects of the Federation). The state
emblem shows our patron saint, St George, who
helped our country at times of war. The state
emblem appeared in Russia in 1480. It is the oldest
state emblem in history and contributes to our
country’s traditions.

The leek became the Welsh floristic symbol as
the Saint of Wales, David, ate only leek and
bread. In memory of this Christian saint, the
leek became the symbol of Wales. Daffodils
also burst into flames.

St David is the Welsh patron saint.

The Welsh celebrate their dear saint on the
1st of March.

The Irish symbol is another wild plant — the
shamrock.

St Patrick is the Irish national saint.

With the help of this plant, St Patrick
explained to the people of the country what
the Holy Trinity is. Shamrock has three leaves
to unify the Trinity: God the Father, the Son
of God and the Holy Spirit.
